	Non parishioners are not entitled to purchase exclusive rights of burial.

The above fees are applicable to parishioners only, non parishioners pay quadruple fees and burial of non-parishioners is subject to prior approval.

A parishioner is defined as ‘one who is resident in Kimbolton or Stonely or one who has previously resided in Kimbolton or Stonely for more than half his/her life’.

PLANTING

Planting of graves is discouraged. Where planting is undertaken it will be allowed to remain (subject to not causing problems with mowing etc) AS LONG AS the grave is tended. Once the grave ceases to be tended planting will be removed and the area grassed.
KERBS

Kerbs around grave spaces are not permitted due to maintenance problems.

SCATTERING OF ASHES

This is allowed on the appropriate grave on condition that it is recorded, the interment certificate is handed to the Clerk and a fee of £25.00 paid for administration.

It is also possible for interment of caskets in existing graves to be carried out by the family concerned without the services of an undertaker but in the presence of a Minister.   This should be recorded as above and the appropriate certificate handed to the Clerk, when fees as per scale would be charged.
