       7.   ANNUAL REPORTS OF ORGANISATIONS

             
a) POLICE.       PCSO Carol Corn presented the crime report for the past three months.

             There had been 1 dwelling burglary in Stow Rd and 1 in St Andrews Lane.

           1 business burglary on the Bicton Estate and 1 stolen motor vehicle, also from the

           Bicton Estate.   Number plates had been stolen from Old Ford Lane; criminal damage in

           Main Rd Stonely and the theft of a motor home from Bicton.   Suspect vehicles had been

           reported and PC Richmond had been on plain clothes patrol doing stop/checks on 

           vehicles.

          b) YOUTH CLUB.  Darryl McMurray of the Integrated Youth Support Service from St Neots

              presented the report and introduced Dan Grimes, the Youth Leader.

          c) SCOUTS    Michael Holyoak gave the report on behalf of 1st Kimbolton Scouts. He said 

              that they now had Beavers, for ages 6-8; Cubs 8-10.5 and Scouts 10.5 to 14.  There are

              44 on the books.       They have undertaken hikes and camps and a trip to Duxford. They

              Provided a guard of honour at Remembrance Parade    This year they will also join the

              Parade.

              He thanked the Parish Council and other groups that helped them to fence their 

              Grounds.

           d) GUIDES     Although no longer directly involved, Jean Stratford announced that Guides

                have a Fair this coming Saturday in the Scout building.

            e) KIMBOLTON SCHOOL       The Bursar, Mr Edward Valetta, said that it was nice that the

               School and Parish Council appeared to have established reasonable relationships.

               The School has over 250 employees and 944 pupils, so is a major part of this village

               There are 297 Prep. Pupils and 647 Seniors.     There is a boarding school which OFSTED

               have rated as ‘outstanding’ and they have excellent A level results, with a solid league

               Table position.   7 Oxbridge places were attained last year, with similar this year.

               Last September Saturday school was dropped and, whilst there was initial concern of

               the effect on Traders there is a lot of sport taking place instead.

              The Dining Room is being extended by 100 seats and there are plans for a motor

              workshop and a storage/changing facility behind the swimming pool.
             There will be a major project to extend the Queen Katherine building for science.

              The School has supported the Stop Bicton Windfarm campaign and has written a

              letter of objection.

             f) STOP BICTON WINDFARM GROUP    Mr Martin Patterson said that they are holding

                displays with speakers in the Mandeville Hall on 13/14 May.   They are having to raise 

               considerable funds and are holding a bridge day and a sponsored cricket match.

              They are more than half way there with fund raising for the initial requirements  for

              the core team funding, but needed a lot more help.

              Mr Barclay asked why it was necessary to incur the cost of a barrister. Mr Patterson 

              said they would rather not do that, but the Hearing is a quasi-judicial court of inquiry

              and the advice to them was to do that.      

              g) OVERHILLS SCHOOL   A report, attached to the original of these minutes, was read by

               the Clerk on behalf of the School.

              h) PAROCHIAL CHURCH COUNCIL  A report, attached to the original of these minutes, 

               was read by the Clerk.

i) LOCAL HISTORY SOCIETY  A report, attached to the original of these minutes

was read by the Clerk on behalf of the Society.

    8   COUNTY COUNCILLOR’S REPORT.  Councillor Peter Downes read his report and that is attached to the original of these minutes.

   9   DISTRICT COUNCILLOR’S REPORT  Councillor Jonathan Gray read his report which is attached to the original of these minutes.

   The Chairman thanked both Peter Downes and Jonathan Gray for attending and for regularly attending meetings of the Parish Council.

Councillor Seabrook asked about the traffic passing East to West  and was concerned that the A14 was not going to be of much help with the likely snarl-ups to come in St Neots.  The District Council is proposing 5000 more people in east St Neots without improving the infrastructure. This will affect us as a lot of children go to school in St Neots and the emergency services have to get through to Addenbrookes Hospital.  He asked how they would cope.

Councillor Gray said that discussions are going on about the A428 improvement and the urgency has been multiplied due to issues over the A14.    Development will be very slow to come on-stream due to the depressed housing market and until that picks up significantly the size and speed of development will be very slow.

Councillor Downes pointed out that the proposal is for 5000 homes, not persons.  The money to improve the A428 will come from central government as S106 money would not be sufficient to dual the A428.   It would be logical, having scrapped improvements to the A14, to put in the A428 so that some of the traffic can be siphoned off, but it’s all in the hands of central government.

Councillor Gray said that the government is improving house building through the new homes bonus.

Mr Barclay said that he supports Councillor Seabrook in his concerns as it is very difficult to get to Addenbrookes.

9.  OIL BUYING GROUP.   The winners of the draw were drawn by Mrs Jean Stratford and were 

 Mrs Karen Purser of  Spaldwick and Mr Blair of Kimbolton.

10  PUBLIC FORUM     Mr Haas said that there is considerable damage to the verges caused by vehicles entering Old Ford Lane and finding they have to turn around at the bottom, when they drive over the footpath.  He asked that a prominent ‘no through road’ notice be placed by the end house in Old Ford Lane.

Councillor Mrs Stainer said that the the measure to show the height of water at Carnaby Bridge was broken.

11. NEXT MEETING.  The next annual meeting of the parish will take place at 7.30 pm on Thursday 15 March 2012 at the Mandeville Hall.
