MINUTES of the Council meeting held at 7.00 p.m. on Thursday, 11 September 2008  at the Fire Station, Kimbolton.

158/08  PRESENT Councillors K Hutchinson (in the Chair); Mrs R Lloyd; Mrs D Gooderham; R Gooderham; Mrs D Hellett; D Poole;Mrs V Blair and L Farrer.

IN ATTENDANCE  County Councillor P Downes; District Councillor J Gray and C L Thatcher, Clerk to the Council.

159/08  APOLOGIES were received from Councillors P Seabrook; T Sutton and C Ayrton.

160/08  PUBLIC FORUM was not used.

161/08  MINUTES of the Council meeting of 21 August 2008 were read, approved and signed as a true record of that meeting.

162/08  MATTERS ARISING

a) High Street.  The remedial work will be undertaken soon and Neil Orr of HDC will speak with Councillor Ayrton.

b) Mandeville Hall/Youth Club.  The detailed building plans are still awaited.

c) Business Use of Residential Property.   Councillor Mrs Gooderham said that the dispute between neighbours now appeared to have been resolved. There is still the matter of the shed on our land and the Clerk will speak with the owner of the property concerned.
Councillor Peter Downes arrived at this point and the Chairman invited him to speak now.

Councillor Downes said that Tony King of Highways had agreed that the Rookery Bridge fence will be repaired. This should be done within 12 weeks.

The Recycling Centre at Buckden will close at 4 p.m. on 31 October.

There have been changes to bus timetables but as yet he has been unable to acquire any of the new timetables.  Councillors Mrs Blair and D Poole said that they would attempt to get some and would place them in the holders.

Councillor Downes now left the meeting.
d)  Notice Board for Stonely.
Councillor Mrs Gooderham said that Mr Gordon is away, but she will ask him on his return.   Councillor Mrs Lloyd said that she hoped a donation from the oil suppliers might fund the board.  She was looking into the running of the group which now has 150 members, of which 130 are active.  Today’s discounted oil price is 53.55p per litre. Councillors Mrs Lloyd, Mrs Blair and R Gooderham will meet to consider the Group.
e)  Community Service Workers.  The Clerk reported having spoken to the Probation Office and had found that there would be likely to be 10 workers, so a substantial amount of work will need to be provided to occupy them all for a day.  They also need access to toilet facilities.

After some discussion it was considered that the churchyard would be a good project and Councillor Mrs Blair will produce a programme of work together with Councillor R Gooderham. The Groundsman will attempt to remove moss from the cobbles by spraying.

f) Fence between Playpark and Scouts.    No reply as yet, apparently a meeting is awaited.

g) Street Naming.  The Clerk read a letter from HDC explaining that, although they said that Bewick Homes had invited this Council to name the development, that was not strictly true and our list of possible names had been passed to Bewick Homes, who had chosen our last choice, St Andrews Close.   HDC has decided that that is what the name will be.   Members were not happy about this and asked the Clerk to make their feelings known to HDC.

h) Cemetery Cottage.    Planning approval is still awaited and there is no word of a start date from the loss adjuster.

i)  Cougars FC request for Changing Accommodation.   The e mails received from David Twigden were read and it was thought best to arrange a meeting with him to determine his wishes and explore possibilities.

j)  Allotments Water Tank.  Councillor Farrer is awaiting a reply from Anglian Water.

k)  Standards Committee Training Evening.      It was suggested that Thursday 30 October be offered as a date.
