99/10   MEMBERS’ POINTS OF INFORMATION

Councillor L Farrer referred to the grit bins now provided by the County Council and, in particular, to the one placed by the Lych Gate.  The bins are a bright yellow colour and he thought this one would benefit from being painted a darker colour.  Members present agreed.

Councillor P Seabrook said that he had attended the Planning Forum held by Huntingdonshire District Council.  He had found it to be quite interesting and noted that the District council were forging ahead with development centred on market towns and will not be expanding Key Service Centres.    He had asked what was being done to maintain facilities in Key Service Centres.  Paul Bland, who is Richard Probyn’s replacement, has offered to come to one of our meetings  and talk to Council.   The Clerk will make the arrangements.

Councillor Seabrook said that a village plan of sorts was needed, a sort of ‘vision of the future’ but he was conscious of the cost of this sort of operation.
Councillor Poole said that both he and the Chairman attended a meeting today at Hinchingbrooke House on Integrated Youth Support Services.  It seems that a 30% reduction in the budget of the youth service is likely.    He had tried to establish to actual costs of the service so that it could be determined just what 30% represented, but this proved impossible as replies were very guarded.

It is most likely that youth clubs will be axed and we may have to finance the Kimbolton one ourselves if we wish it to continue.

He had got the impression that the County Council had already made up its mind what it intended to do and the purpose of the meeting was simply to seek an endorsement from those attending.
