MINUTES of the Council meeting held at 7.00 p.m. on Thursday 17 December 2009  at the Fire Station, Kimbolton.

175/09  APOLOGIES were received from Councillors C Ayrton and R Gooderham and County Councillor P Downes.

176/09  PUBLIC FORUM was not used.

177/09  MINUTES of the Council meeting of 26 November 2009 were read, approved and signed as a true record of that meeting, subject  to minute
166/09 item a) being changed to Friday 20 November from Thursday , and minute 167/09, third paragraph being deleted and replaced with –

In St Neots the secondary school used by Kimbolton children is Longsands.  The County Council is proposing to ‘federate’  Longsands College with the St Neots Community College.   Longsands is recognised as being a good school and it is hoped that they would ‘rescue’ SNCC, which has had poor results as well as a budget deficit of nearly £1 million.    The alternative is to close it and re-open it as a National Challenge Trust School or as an Academy.
Also under 167/09 the final sentence to be replaced with 
‘Councillor Seabrook said he was concerned that they were taking the old ‘Police Forums’ format.

178/09  MATTERS ARISING

a) Mandeville Hall.    The Clerk said that the tarmac-ing of the car park had been arranged and hopefully would be completed before Christmas.  The replacement fence (and the fence to Cemetery Cottage) should also be erected in the next week.

b) Community Service.   Councillor Mrs Blair said that the Probation Service had phoned her and gave her 48 hours notice of their attendance. However the Revd Frost was ill and a carol service was due to take place, so she deferred it until next time they are available.
It was agreed to remove the old rose bushes soon, possibly with the Groundsman’s assistance, and to advise the PCC via Revd Frost, of our intentions.

c) Policing. No report provided.

d) Cemetery Extension.  Councillor Hutchinson said that he had received no reply to his letter.

e) Fireworks Display.  This item was deferred due to the absence of Councillor R Gooderham.

f) Donation to Scouts   This item was deferred due to the absence of Councillor R Gooderham.

179/09  COUNTY COUNCILLOR

Although Councillor Downes was unable to be with us tonight, he had sent the Clerk an e mail detailing a few points he wished to mention.

1. He said he was pleased to see that the fence by Rookery bridge had been replaced.

2. He asked whether we had received a letter from Cambridgeshire County Council (which we have) offering us the opportunity to purchase grit bins. He said that Overhills School wished to purchase one.

Members considered whether there were any other locations in which a bin would be useful and the Newtown/Catworth Rd junction was suggested.    The Clerk will enquire the legal position and check with our insurer and members will give thought to any other locations for a bin.
3. Councillor Downes had been told by John Haas that the now re-directed 

footpath in Stonely has been routed into a place where access is impossible.
