MINUTES of the Council meeting held at 7.00 p.m. on Thursday 20 August 2009  at the Fire Station, Kimbolton.

113/09  PRESENT Councillors Mrs V Blair; Mrs D Hellett; Mrs D Gooderham; C Ayrton; T Sutton; D Poole; K Hutchinson and, from item 116/09, Mrs R Lloyd.

In the absence of the Chairman, Councillor Mrs Blair, Vice Chairman, took the Chair.

114/09  APOLOGIES were received from Councillors L Farrer; R Gooderham and P Seabrook .

115/09  IT WAS RESOLVED to exclude the Press and Public from the remainder of the meeting in accordance with the provisions of the Public Bodies (Admissions to Meetings) Act 1960, having been proposed by Councillor Hutchinson, seconded by Councillor Ayrton and unanimously agreed.

Councillor Mrs Lloyd joined the meeting at this point.

116/09  CEMETERY COTTAGE

The Clerk reported that an application for the tenancy had been received from a Mr and Mrs Gardner of Northampton and he had twice shown them around the cottage.  Their application had been received by Penningtons who had undertaken reference checks and were recommending them for the tenancy.

The rent is the full amount asked, being £700 pcm exclusive.

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs Blair, seconded by Councillor Ayrton and unanimously agreed that the tenancy of Cemetery Cottage be offered to Mr and Mrs Gardner from a date to be agreed and that Messrs Pennington’s be engaged to manage the let at a charge of 10% of the rental income.
It was further agreed that the Environmental Performance Certificate required be purchased from Vernon Properties at a cost of £90.

The Clerk raised that matters of the TV aerial and BT connection to the cottage and it was agreed to provide these.     The Clerk also mentioned the need for new fencing and a garden shed, due to the lack of storage space in the cottage.

These were agreed, but the Working Party will meet at the cottage at 10 am on Saturday 22 August to discuss the provision.

It was pointed out by Councillor Hutchinson that planning permission will be necessary for the shed, since it will be within the cartilage of a listed building. Members wondered whether this would still apply since an earlier,derelict, shed had stood in the garden until being removed.

117/09  MANDEVILLE HALL/YOUTH CLUB

The Clerk reported that the new build was not far from completion, with the kitchen and flooring now being installed.    Members were invited to view the room after the meeting.

He said that the refurbishment of the Mandeville Hall itself was also well underway and Max Hartley wished to have an inaugural event.

It was agreed to hold a formal evening event, starting at 7 pm on a date to be decided, and that the Clerk would initially prepare a list of people who might be invited.
