183/08  APOLOGIES were received from Councillors T Sutton and R Gooderham and PCSO Carol Corn.

184/08  MINUTES of the meeting held on 2 October 2008 were read, approved and signed as a true record of that meeting, subject to the following amendments:

174/08  e) Community Service Workers.  Amend final sentence to ‘will’ be discussing with the Vicar, from ‘had’ discussed. 
177/08 County Councillor.  Amend first sentence of final paragraph by the addition of ‘due to the A428 improvements and when the works are in progress’.

185/08  COUNTY COUNCILLOR

County Councillor Peter Downes enquired whether any member had any matters which he should raise with the County Council.    He was informed of the repairs needed to bridges in the Parish, which have been reported to the County Council, but still require action.  He will take this up with the department concerned.

186/08  MATTERS ARISING from the minutes.

a) High Street Paving.   Councillor Ayrton expressed his concerns at the long term suitability of the paving slabs which are already showing signs of cracking or layer separation.  He asked that members meet on the High St to inspect them.

b) Mandeville Hall.  Tenders have been received and will be opened later in this meeting.

c) Notice Board: Councillor Mrs Gooderham said that Mr Gordon will make a board for us and will provide an estimate of cost.

d) Community Service Volunteers.  Nothing further to report at present.

e) Fence between Playpark and Scouts. No response from scouts as yet.

f) Cemetery Cottage.   The loan has now been agreed and payment shortly received.  Still awaiting planning approval.

g) Cougars FC request for Changing Accommodation.  The estimates of cost are still awaited.

h) Allotments Water Tank.  Councillor Farrer said that the cost of a new connection would be £491, fitted by Anglian Water. A decision was deferred for the time being.

0802980  17 Hatchet Lane, Stonely – erect garage.
