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KIMBOLTON & STONELY PARISH COUNCIL

MINUTES of the Council meeting held at 7 p.m. on Thursday 27 October 2011 at The Mandeville Hall, Thrapston Rd, Kimbolton.

143/11  PRESENT:  Councillors K Hutchinson; R Gooderham; Mrs D Hellett; Mrs E Milne; D Poole; Mrs R Lloyd and L Farrer.

IN ATTENDANCE County Councillor P Downes and C L Thatcher, Clerk to the Council.

144/11  APOLOGIES were received from Councillors Mrs S Hawkes; Mrs J Stainer; G Gorham and P Seabrook plus District Councillor J Gray.

145/11  PRESENTATION RE COMMUNITY PLANNING
Mr Stuart Morris of Cambridgeshire ACRE gave a presentation on Village Plans and community planning projects.

Members agreed that it was worth considering and Mr Morris kindly left a Toolkit for circulation.   It was agreed to place the matter on the agenda for the next meeting.

The Chairman thanked Mr Morris for giving up his time to come and speak to Council.

146/11  PUBLIC FORUM was not used.

147/11  MINUTES of the meeting held on 29 September 2011 were read approved and signed as a true record of that meeting, subject to the alteration of the venue from Mandeville Hall to the Fire Station.
148/11  MATTERS ARISING

a) Policing.  The Clerk read the police report on crime in the parish over the past month.
b) Cemetery Extension.  Nothing further to report.  Awaiting the drawing of the entrance pillars and gates.

c) Car Parking.  Nothing to report.

d) Hall’s Meadow Footpath.  The County Council has been asked to attend to this.

e) Computers.  The ‘phone line has now been installed in the Mandeville Hall and tables provided for the computers.   Councillor Poole, Mr Rhodes of the Mandeville Hall Committee and the Clerk will be meeting a representative of UK OnLine with a view to establishing a Community Access Point at the Hall.

f) Pound Lane.  Nothing further has been heard from KC Cougars.  The Clerk has approached the Football Foundation about a grant , which is a possibility, but it would require matched funding.

149/11  PLANNING MATTERS

Councillor Farrer declared a personal interest in the following application.

1101584   33 Castle Gardens, Kimbolton.  Single storey lean to extension to front and alterations to garage. 

Councillor Hutchinson read a letter from a resident.

After some discussion it was proposed by Councillor Gooderham, seconded by Councillor Hutchinson and agreed to recommend approval.  There was one abstention.

1101719   18 High St., Kimbolton.  Minor works to separate residential from retail areas.  Replacement of gate.

Councillor Hutchinson commented that he was pleased to see that this would mean another retail unit opening.

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs Lloyd, seconded by Councillor Gooderham and unanimously recommended for approval.
ONGOING PLANNING MATTERS

Stonely Cottage- serpentine walk.   It was noted that the wall had been completed and agreed that reinstatement of the Walk should now be pursued.

BICTON WINDFARM.  No further updates.

FOOTPATHS.  Advice from the County Council that an Order has been made to divert Footpath 3 in Stonely, as previously advised.

Councillor Poole had met John Cooper of County Rights of Way and Mr Cooper has expressed a wish to attend a Council meeting.  The Clerk will extend an invitation to Mr Cooper.

150/11  REPORTS  There were no reports from Working Parties, but it was agreed that Councillor Mrs Milne would join the Oil Buying Group, together with the Chairman, Councillor Gooderham and Mr Tinkler.    A meeting will be held soon.
151/11  LITTER BINS. The Clerk said that the cost of a bin similar to those we already have in the village is around £250.00.

It was proposed by Councillor Gooderham, seconded by Councillor Mrs Milne and unanimously agreed to purchase a bin to be situated on Park Lane, near to the Hatchet Lane junction.

152/11  CEMETERY MANAGEMENT COURSE.  The Clerk advised of a one-day course being held in Cambridge on 16 November and said that he thought it would be useful if he attended.  The cost is £95.00.

It was proposed by Councillor Gooderham, seconded by Councillor Mrs Lloyd and unanimously agreed that the Clerk attend the course and that the fee of £95 plus VAT be paid.

153/11  CEMETERY MAINTENANCE.  The Clerk reported receipt of a note from George Caress stating that he would no longer be undertaking work in the cemetery.    Members were sorry to hear this as he has been doing the work for some 16 years.  It was agreed to arrange a gift for George and to seek a replacement at the level of minimum wage.   Advertisements will be placed on boards and several individuals were suggested as possible replacements.
154/11  MANDEVILLE HALL CHILDRENS’ PARTY.  The Clerk reported on a request for a donation to this from the Chairman of the Hall Committee.     The Chairman acknowledged that this would be against the policy of the Council but agreed to offer £100 from her annual allowance.

155/11  HUNTINGDON CCTV.     A letter has been received from Huntingdonshire District Council informing that if further funding is not forthcoming, the CCTV in Huntingdon, St Neots and St Ives will be switched off.    Parish Councils are asked to contribute.

The Clerk said that in his view Parish Councils do not have the power to contribute to CCTV outside their own areas and to do so would be unlawful.  It was agreed to send an appropriate reply to the District Council.
