97/08  MATTERS ARISING

a) High Street.    It was noted that EDF Energy had made emergency repairs to the supply outside Oliver’s and their repairs to the cobbles following these was appalling.    The Clerk was instructed to write to Hunts DC and ask what their future policy is regarding repairs i.e. can the ‘utilities’ be required to make good to the previous standard?

b) Mandeville Hall.  Nothing to report.  The meeting between the Chairman and the Hall’s representatives has not yet been held and there is no decision from Hunts DC on our grant application.
c) Cemetery Cottage.  The Clerk is to meet John Lightfoot on site next week to explain our wishes and he will then draw up a specification for builders..

Councillors L Farrer and R Gooderham arrived at this point.

d) Churchyard Cobbles.  No date for commencement of repairs as yet.

e) Planters.   Councillor Mrs Blair said that she had sourced suitable planters at a cost of c£90 each.  She was authorised to proceed with the purchase.

Proposed by Councillor Mrs Hellett, seconded by Councillor R Gooderham and unanimously agreed to recommend approval.  It was also agreed to point out to Hunts DC the need for car parking space appropriate to the size of the business and number of workers, since it was noted that there was now a lot of on-street parking on the estate.

102/08  MEMBERS’ POINTS OF INFORMATION

Councillor Mrs Lloyd said that the District Council has offered 200 bags of free compost to the village and this is being delivered on Friday 6 June. Councillor R Gooderham offered the use of the Fire Station yard as a distribution point.

Posters will be produced to publicise the gift and distributed in the village.

She also asked that an item be placed on the agenda of the next meeting to consider the provision of a coloured village sign, perhaps on the Butts, and a new notice board in Stonely, with the possibility of funding by means of a donation.

Councillor Gray referred to the ATM at Barclays having now been provided and to the paving in the High Street, which will be referred to at a Development Control Panel meeting in three weeks time.   He thought that, having achieved the new paving, we should keep up the pressure on the District Council to provide off street car parking in the future.       It was agreed to place this on the agenda of the next meeting.

Rubbish in the hedge and ditch on Pound Lane was mentioned and the Clerk will ask the Groundsman to clear this.

Councillor Mrs Gooderham said that the top had been taken out of an oak tree on Pound Lane..

Councillor Seabrook referred to the lack of street name signs and the worsening condition of the road surfaces.

Councillor R Gooderham said that there was a large hole in the road of the way to Catworth.      He also suggested using S106 money to replace the fence between the scouts land and our playpark.

He asked whether the trees along Pound Lane were subject to TPO’s.

Councillor Farrer said that the Rookery Lane bridge was still dangerous for children, who could easily get under the fence and into the river.  The Clerk confirmed that the County Council has been notified.

Councillor Gooderham also suggested the provision of a plaque on ‘Woodhenge’ (the bus shelter in Stonely).

It was agreed to hold the village ‘walkabout’ on Wednesday 11 June 2008 commencing at 6.30 p.m. at Councillor Mrs Blair’s home.
