MINUTES of the Council meeting held at 7.00 p.m. on Thursday, 30 August 2007 at the Fire Station, Kimbolton.

134/07  APOLOGIES were received from Councillors P Seabrook; Mrs D Hellett; Mrs V Blair;R Gooderham ; T Sutton; District Councillor J Gray and County Councillor  P Downes.

135/07  PUBLIC FORUM was not used.

136/07  MINUTES of the Council meeting of 9 August 2007 were read, approved and signed as a true record of that meeting.

137/07  MATTERS ARISING

a) Bus Shelter.  Councillor Farrer reported that he is making progress and the battens will be going on soon.  The tiles have been received.

b) Mandeville Hall.  Nothing further to report at present.

c) Barclays Bank ATM.   The Clerk reported further correspondence with the Planning Department and was awaiting a final decision from them as to the siting of the ATM.

d) Bottle Bank.  The bank is in place beside the Mandeville Hall but has elicited complaints from two residents who live nearby.

138/07  HIGH STREET RE-PAVING

Confirmation has now been received from the District Council that a start will not be made on the re-paving until January next year.   This was welcomed by those traders present .

139/07  CAMBS & PETERBOROUGH MENTAL HEALTH PARTNERSHIP NHS TRUST

A short talk on the objectives of the Trust was given by Elizabeth Mitchell.  The Trust is trying to achieve foundation status and as a part of that, is attempting to recruit members and governors.    Brochures were given to those present with a request that consideration is given to membership.

140/07  PLANNING MATTERS

0702596  31 Hatchet Lane, Stonely – alter conservatory.

It was proposed by Councillor Ayrton, seconded by Councillor Mrs Lloyd and agreed to recommend approval.

0702534  41 High St – alterations.   

Councillors K Hutchinson and Mrs D Gooderham declared an interest in this item, left the room , did not take part in the discussion and did not vote.

Councillor Mrs Lloyd took the Chair.

           It was proposed by Councillor Ayrton, seconded by Councillor Farrer and agreed to recommend approval.

Councillors Hutchinson and Mrs Gooderham rejoined the meeting and Councillor Hutchinson resumed in the Chair.

0702702  4 Easton Rd, Stonely – extensions.

It was proposed by Councillor Ayrton, seconded by Councillor Mrs Gooderham and agreed to recommend approval.

0702757  Old School Outbuildings, Grass Yard – extension, alteration and change of use to dwelling.

It was proposed by Councillor Poole, seconded by Councillor Mrs Gooderham and agreed to recommend approval and to confirm that this Council considers the design, with dormers, to be satisfactory and in keeping with other buildings in the area.

DEVELOPMENT CONTROL PANEL

The Chairman reported on his attendance at the meeting when he had represented this Council’s views on the applications relating to this Parish.  Regarding the means of access to land NW of 5 Hatchet Lane, it seems that the application was not only for access but was for the erection of a dwelling.  In the event the Panel decided to go against this Council’s views and approve the application.

SPATIAL STRATEGY CONSULTATION.

A consultation meeting is to be held on 12 September.  The Chairman will attend.

141/07  WORKING PARTIES

a) Pound Lane.   Councillor Farrer said that he had spoken with Geoff Bichener and has set out childrens’ pitches and reckons we might just get two crossways in the space available.     However, if used by teams, changing facilities and toilets will be required and the area needs cutting.   Councillor Mrs Lloyd said that Rotary might be willing to help with the spreading of the topsoil and tidying up.

The Chairman said that a number of people had been seen by him to be camping on the football ground last weekend and he had been to talk to them.  It seems they gained access from the Cricket Club and were taking part in a cricket competition and did not realise they were not on Cricket Club property.

b) Playgrounds.  Nothing further to report.

c) Cemetery Cottage.    The Clerk reported that the windows had now been stripped and repainted and were closing better.  The report from the loss adjusters had been received but suggested only repair of cracks and repainting.  No mention was made of structural repairs.  The Clerk was asked to write and ascertain what was planned to ensure the future stability of the building.

The Clerk also offered to try to obtain an estimate for work within the cottage to improve the living accommodation, to give an idea of what money might be needed.

142/07  APPOINTMENT OF INTERNAL AUDITOR

The Clerk said that he had been unable to make contact with our Internal Auditor and suggested that we consider appointing a replacement, as he was being chased by the professional auditors for the accounts for 2006/7.  These have been completed since April and simply await a check by the Internal Auditor.

He has approached Mr G Dixon of Ashfield, who has agreed to take on the work, if Council approves.        It was agreed to appoint Mr Dixon as Internal Auditor.
