112/06  APOLOGIES were received from Councillors Mrs R Lloyd;                     R Gooderham;T Sutton;L Farrer;Mrs V Blair ; P Seabrook and District Councillor J Gray. 

113/06  PUBLIC FORUM not used.

114/06  MINUTES of the Council meeting of 27 July 2006 were read, approved and signed as a true record of that meeting.

115/06  MATTERS ARISING 

a) Community Action Scheme.   The Clerk reported that Councillor Mrs Lloyd had said that the Scheme should be commencing mid September.

b) High St Parking.   No further action as yet.

c) Bus Shelter.  Councillor Farrer was absent, but had reported that the likely cost was £650.00 and this expenditure was agreed.  Councillor Farrer will make the necessary PUSWA arrangements (cables, pipes etc in area of works).

d) Cemetery Cottage.     The visit by the Structural Engineer is still awaited.

County Councillor Peter Downes joined the meeting at this point.

e) Cemetery Extension.  The Clerk reported having met with the Landscape Architect who has taken measurements etc of the site.

f) The Leys.   It was agreed that the Clerk will attempt to progress this matter.

g) Mandeville Hall.   The Chairman has not been to a meeting of the Hall Committee since the last Council meeting.

116/06  MINUTES of the Council meeting of 1 August 2006 were read, approved and signed as a true record of that meeting.

117/06  MATTERS ARISING  There were no matters arising.

118/06  COUNTY COUNCILLOR

Councillor Downes said that in his last report regarding Huntingdon town centre he had mentioned the consultation process which was to take place.  The dates of this are 16 to 23 September 2006.

119/06  PLANNING MATTERS

Applications

The only application to hand was in respect of land to the rear of 1 Main Rd Stonely and this had arrived today.  It was accordingly agreed to defer consideration of this until a special meeting to be held on 14 September 2006.

Development Control Panel

At the next meeting of the Panel they will consider the application for stables at 6 Easton Rd.  It was proposed by Councillor Mrs Hellett, seconded by Councillor Poole and agreed not to ask the Chairman to attend and reinforce the views of this Council, which have already been supplied to the Panel.

120/06  ANTI-SOCIAL BEHAVIOUR

The Clerk reported on anti-social behaviour being practised by two families living in Maurice Close, who were recent arrivals in the village.    He also mentioned that some youngsters had vandalised a tractor belonging to Mr Kidman.

The police have been involved in both cases and it was agreed to note the problems and monitor future behaviour.

Councillor Downes left the meeting at this point.

121/06  CEMETERY TREE

The Clerk reported on the lightning strike on the tree and the need to urgently make safe the tree by felling it.  He had engaged Mr Kidman to undertake the work at an estimated cost of £3000.   The Clerk’s actions were endorsed and the estimated expenditure agreed.

It was also agreed to see if the remaining stump could be made into a seat.

122/06  WORKING PARTIES

a) Pound Lane.  The Chairman reported that nothing further had happened and, as yet, there had been no contact from Cougars Football Club.

b) Playgrounds   The Clerk said that Awards For All still had not made a decision on our grant application, but thought they would do so during September.

A question was asked about the open space in Hunters Way and the Clerk confirmed that we still have had nothing from the District Council.  It was agreed to write a reminder.

123/06  CORRESPONDENCE

Letter from Adam Woodbine of 51 Constables Leys asking if he could purchase a strip  of land to the rear of his property.

Members were unsure whether the land did belong to this Council but raised no objections in principle.  The Clerk will try to find out in whose ownership it vests.

A letter has been received from the Huntingdon Local History Society confirming that we are to receive a grant of £300 towards our website, in particular the inclusion of cemetery burial records as an aid to genealogists.   The award will be made at a ceremony on Friday 13 October and the Chairman and Clerk will attend.
